TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF ADMISSION TO THE SUMMER SCHOOL OF POLISH LANGUAGE AND CULTURE AT THE CENTRE FOR FOREIGN LANGUAGES AT THE MEDICAL UNIVERSITY OF WARSAW 
1. The Closing Enrolment Day for a respective course of Polish language and culture (the Course) organized by the Summer School of Polish Language and Culture (the School) is the last day before the Course opens. The Courses will run in July, August and September.
2. Candidates can enrol in the Courses held by the School through the Office of the Centre for Foreign Languages at the Medical University of Warsaw 

3. Each foreign citizen and each Polish citizen who holds a citizenship of a country other than Poland can participate in the Course. Participants must be 18 years of age or over. 
4. The candidate for the Course is obliged to submit: 
1) a hand-signed application form;

2) a declaration of consent for use of their personal details for purposes of the admission process;

3) a declaration of lack of health-related contraindications which might affect the participation in the Course;

4) a declaration of having taken out an accident insurance policy. It is the participants’ responsibility to arrange those policies for themselves;

5) a copy of a document confirming the candidate’s age (ID card, passport).

5. On receiving the application the School immediately sends the candidate a confirmation of admission to the Course by e-mail. The participant should bring this confirmation with him/her to School on the first day of his/her Course.

6. Applications must be accompanied by a proof of a down payment of PLN 500 (non-refundable) which constitutes part of the total Course fee. If the School does not receive the down payment, the candidate’s reservation will be cancelled.  
7. The candidate must pay the remaining part of the Course fee no later than one day before the commencement of the Course.

8. All payments should be made through a bank to the account number indicated by the Centre for Foreign Languages at the Medical University of Warsaw. The School does not accept any payments in cash. All banking charges shall be borne by the participant.

9. The Course fee shall be reimbursed if the candidate: 
1) has been refused a Polish visa despite having fulfilled all the conditions necessary to obtain it. In such a situation the candidate should submit, via e-mail, a copy of the written refusal decision of a relevant Embassy of the Republic of Poland.

2) resigns from the Course for health reasons, this being confirmed by a medical certificate, or for other substantiated force majeure reasons. The substantiation of the force majeure reasons should be provided by a Polish diplomatic mission if the resignation is due to an event which has happened abroad, or by relevant Polish authorities if the resignation is due to an event which has happened in Poland.

10. The Course fee shall be reimbursed to the account number indicated by the candidate. 
11. In case of the participant’s earlier departure no part of the Course fee shall be reimbursed. 
12. The maximum number of participants in each Courses (in July, August and September) shall be set at 300.

13. The School has the right to allocate 10 percent of the profits for promotional activities and admission process.

14. The Head of the Centre for Foreign Languages at the Medical University of Warsaw shall determine the criteria of selection of the course books for Polish as a foreign language and the choice of the publishing houses with whom the Chancellor of the Medical University of Warsaw shall sign the course books purchase agreement.
